About half way to Stewart Hall, on the steps of the chapel, the seminary students
passed a man who was lying face down as if unconscious. Finally, on the steps of
Stewart Hall, the third drama student was acting out a seizure.

In the first group of students, those who had only 15 minutes to get across campus, no
one stopped to help. In the second group, two students stopped to help. In the last
group, the one that had three hours for their assignment, all of the students stopped to
help at least one person. The professor had clearly shown these seminarians that hurry
hinders ministry.

A parable is told of a farmer who owned an old mule. The mule fell into the farmer's well. The farmer heard the
mule "braying," or whatever mules do when they fall into wells.
