Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

This month I want to share with you some     
information and updates on what is happening 
at Covenant.  As we move into a new year, we thank God for His blessings in the past 
and we trust that He is in control of our future.  Our shared vision for Covenant remains 
to be a congregation that is alive and active in the study of Godôs Word, in prayer, in  
worship, in fellowship, and in sharing the blessings God has given to us by serving      
others.  Our mission is to serve the spiritual and physical needs of our members and the 
people of our community. 
 
WORSHIP SURVEY 
Thank you to all who responded to the Worship Survey that was distributed in November 
and December of last year.  A total of 85 surveys were turned in.  The needs and      
opinions of our members are important to me and your feedback is very helpful.  The  
purpose of the survey was to assess likes and preferences in regards to style of worship 
and the time of our worship services. 
 

Here are some of the results of the survey: 
 

Of the 46 people who indicated they normally attend the 8:00 a.m. service,  

 41 of them (89%) indicated they would be very likely or somewhat likely to attend a 
traditional worship service at 9:00 a.m. 

 

Of the 37 people who indicated they normally attend the 10:45 a.m. service,  

 27 of them (73%) indicated they would be very likely or somewhat likely to attend a 
traditional worship service at 9:00 a.m.   

 28 of the 37 (76%) said they would be very likely or somewhat likely to attend a    
contemporary service at 10:30 a.m. 

 

Of the 85 surveys received, 68 of the 85 (80%) respondents indicated that they would 

 be likely to attend a traditional service at 9:00 a.m.   
 

These survey responses indicate to me that it is beneficial to consider a Sunday morning 
worship schedule with a 9:00 a.m. traditional service and a 10:30 a.m. contemporary  
service.  With this schedule, Sunday School for the children would be held from          
9:15 ï 10:15 a.m.  Adult Bible studies could be held either at 9:00 a.m. or 10:30 a.m.   
depending on the preference of the leader and the class members. 
 

When a final decision is made, I want to give our members adequate time to be notified 
of these time changes.  Any change will not happen before Easter which is April 4.

We praise and thank God that we finished the year 2009 with no deficit.  Total receipts for the year were 
$693,603.  This figure includes income from our Child Care Center.  Total expenses for the church and Child 
Care Center were $692,669.  This left us with a surplus of $934 which did not allow us to make a payment on our 
arrearage with the Lutheran High School Association, but we were able to pay an extra $6000 to the South    
Wisconsin District during the year.  Thank you for your generous gifts and offerings throughout the year.  May we 
continue to be good and faithful stewards of Godôs many blessings!
