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Is it possible to be religious, but not right with God?  That may sound strange to you 
but there are many religious people who donôt really know God.  They may be      
sincere, but sincerity is not enough.  They may be kind, caring, and generous.  They 
may be dedicated workers, great parents, dependable neighbors, but none of that is 
enough to make a person right with God.   
 

Some people think they are Christians automatically because they had Christian 
parents.  Some people think they are right with God if their name is on a church 
membership list somewhere.  Others presume that attending church or serving in 
the church makes them Christians.  But none of that is enough.  They still need the 
truth of Godôs Word.  They still need a Savior. 
 

The Bible teaches from beginning to end that to be right with God, to be a member 
of Godôs family, to live for all eternity in heaven, we need a sacrifice for our sins.  
God has provided salvation for us through His Son, Jesus, who ñonce suffered for 
sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to Godò (1 Peter 3:18).  After    
Jesus made that ultimate sacrifice for us, He came back to life three days later . . . 
our debt of sin having been fully paid! 
 

The Bible teaches that salvation is Godôs gift that we donôt deserve and can never 
earn.  We are saved by grace through faith in Christ alone (Eph. 2:8-9).  This Good 
News turns us from our own vain attempts to earn Godôs grace or somehow       
complete Christôs gift of salvation.  Martin Luther tried for years to make himself    
acceptable to God by his own efforts.  But he never found peace until he was able to 
say: ñI trusted Christ and Christ alone for salvation.ò 
 

Are you religious but not right with God?  Are you just going through the motions, or 
have you devoted your heart and life to Christ your Savior?  This month we        
celebrate our freedoms and independence as Americans.  May you also know and 
rejoice in the freedom from sin God offers in Jesus Christ and His transforming 
power for your life.

The following words were used often in conducting the business of our district - overture, whereas, resolution.  
What is an overture?  In music it is  the introduction or opening of an opera or musical.  In business it is an        
introductory offer or proposal.  These proposals or overtures can be submitted by individuals, committees, or     
congregations to be acted upon by the assembly. 
 

These overtures contain many òwhereasó and òresolvesó.  òIn view of the fact tható could be substituted for each 
òwhereasó.  òResolvedó is the firm, fixed or determined result of the overture.  Here is an example of an overture: 
 

OVERTURE 5-01 
TO ADOPT THE ò50 IN 5ó GOAL OF 50 NEW MISSION STARTS IN 5 YEARS 
WHEREAS, our Lord Jesus Christ has sent His church to make disciples of all nations; and 
WHEREAS, our Lutheran Church ñ Missouri Synod has embarked on an ambitious mission movement, Ablaze!, 

to reach 100  million people by the year 2017; and 
WHEREAS, our District President John Wille has presented a goal of 50 new mission starts in five years, 
RESOLVED, that the South Wisconsin District Convention adopt the 50 in five goal of 50 new mission starts in 

five years, and be it further 
RESOLVED, that the congregations of our District be encouraged to both look for mission opportunities in their 

area and ways that they can partner with other congregations to support mission starts in other areas 
of the District; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the congregations of our District work with the mission executive to implement this program; 
and be it finally 

RESOLVED, that we entrust this goal of 50 new mission plants in five years to Godõs gracious guidance and     
wisdom. 

 

These overtures are brought before the assembly as a resolution.  They are then discussed and voted on. 
 

Five sessions were held at Concordia University in Mequon on June 7, 8, & 9.  There were 317 voting delegates  
attending.  Each congregation has 2 votes; one pastor and one lay person.  Anyone can sit in on these sessions.  It 
was a very enlightening experience.  Pray for the Synod President, Rev. Dr. Kieshnick, and the other leaders to make 
God pleasing decisions to further the Kingdom.

Did you know?  There are 35 districts in the Lutheran Church ñ Missouri Synod.  Each district is divided into 
circuits.  Covenant is in Circuit 5 with 8 other nearby congregations.  The South Wisconsin District has 232      
congregations with 27 circuits.

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 PARKING LOT UPDATE  
 

Work to tear out the existing parking lot and repave was started on June 8.  The contractor ran into a couple of 
problems.  First, the existing asphalt was thicker than anticipated.  Also, there was quite a bit of water under the 
asphalt.  The material under the lot was not a suitable base for new asphalt.  More than 1,000 tons of unsuitable 
material was removed from the lot.  882 tons of crushed limestone and 76 tons of crushed concrete was brought 
in, graded, and shaped to make a suitable base for the new asphalt.  The lot was then paved and all work     
completed on June 13. 
 

Because of the additional work and materials needed, the cost increased from $42,445 to $77,370.  On June 16, 
we requested and received $60,000 from our Line of Credit with the Lutheran Church Extension Fund.  This 
money, along with money from Northwest Lutheran School and the Covenant Foundation, will allow us to pay 
Merit Asphalt, Inc. by the end of June. 
 

A ñParking Lot Fundò has been established.  Envelopes are available from the narthex at church or upon request 
from the church office.  Please consider making a special gift to the ñParking Lot Fundò so we can pay back the 
money borrowed from LCEF in a timely manner.

The Covenant Lutheran Foundation was established to receive gifts, bequests, and memorials to Covenant.  The 
goal of the Foundation is to manage these funds to the glory of God and for the good of His kingdom.  The  
Foundation currently has funds in the amount of $192,769  
 

Covenant members are encouraged to support our Foundation.  Do you have a will?  Have you included     
Covenant or another of our Lutheran institutions such as Milwaukee Lutheran High School or Concordia         
University Wisconsin in your will?  When doing your estate planning or updating your will, please consider     
leaving a portion of your estate for the work of Godôs kingdom.  One of our members said to me years ago, 
ñPastor, I tithed during my life and Iôm going to tithe at my death!ò  And when this man died, he left Covenant 
$25,000.  What a wonderful example for all of us! 
 

At the June meeting, the Covenant Foundation issued scholarship grants to two students who are pursuing     
careers in church work.  The students are Sara Braatz - Concordia University, Seward - Lutheran Elementary       
Education;  Andrew Voigt - Concordia University, Wisconsin - Lutheran Secondary Education.

Stephen Ministers have been thoroughly trained to help the care receiver in a loving, God pleasing and especially in a 

confidential way.  It is so confidential that when we have group supervision meetings, other Stephen Ministers do not 

know who the care receivers are. 
 

I,  Dorothy Schultz, 

have been married to Bob for 50 years, am blessed with and raised 2 wonderful sons, have 2 daughter-in-laws, and I 

have 5 beautiful grandchildren.
