For   
students, it means ñback to school.ò 
 
Scripture has much to say about Labor.  We might say that the very first Labor Day  
occurred on the seventh day of creation as God ñrested from all his workò (Genesis 
2:2).  God thus gave us an example to follow.  We are to take time to rest from our 
work.  Itôs good for us to stop and relax once in a while.

On this Labor Day, take some time 
to rest and relax.  Enjoy time with family and friends.  Remember, too, that God has 
made us to work ï to love and serve Him and to love and serve one another!

Any Capital Campaign contributions are 

added to this $1000 and sent to LCEF monthly.  Through the first seven months of this year, January thru July, we 

received $7380 in campaign contributions from members.  So if contributions continue at the same pace, we could 

have this loan paid off by the end of 2009.

2 cups canned drained chickpeas  2 garlic cloves 

2/3 cup Sesame Paste (tahini)  ¼ cup scallions 

¾ cup lemon juice   salt & pepper to taste 
 

In a food processor blend chickpeas, sesame paste (tahini), lemon juice, garlic, salt, and ground. Stir in 

finely chopped scallions.  A great dip for bread, chips, or fresh vegetables.  Makes about 3 cups.

¾ cup cracked wheat ¼ cup olive oil 

1 ½ cups fresh parsley   ¼ cup lemon juice 

3 medium tomatoes   ¾ tsp salt 

5 green onions    ¾ tsp pepper 

2 tbls fresh mint leaves   
 

Place uncooked cracked wheat in a glass bowl and cover with cold water for 30 minutes; then drain   

completely.  For a softer texture, cover with boiling water and let stand for one hour before draining).     
 

Add chopped parsley; chopped tomatoes, thinly sliced green onions with tops, and chopped mint leaves.  

In a separate bowl, mix olive oil, lemon juice, salt, and pepper.  Pour over cracked wheat mixture and 

toss.  Cover and refrigerate at least one hour.   Serve with a garnish of mint leaf.  Makes 6 servings.
