COVENANT FOUNDATION

DEBT FORGIVENESS

The Board of Directors of the Covenant Foundation, at its March meeting, voted to forgive the debt that
Covenant owes to the Foundation. Over the past 10 years, the Foundation had graciously agreed to
lend the congregation money to cover operating deficits. The total given to Covenant for this purpose
has grown to $426,827.95. Even though we had no deficit for 2008, it is very unlikely that Covenant will
be able to repay the Foundation more than $400,000. It is not wise or beneficial to carry this liability on
our churchoés financi al reports. Therefore, t he

ORGAN FUND

I n the early 19900s, a fund was started for th
$4,846 in this fund. We have no plan to renovate our organ now or in the future. The by-laws of the
Covenant Foundation state that if money designated for a specific purpose is not used within 5 years,
that money can be redirected as unspecified funds. However, those who made gifts to the Organ Fund
have the right to re-designate their gifts for another purpose i for example the newly begun Parking Lot
Fund, or the Capital Improvement Fund, or the Neuberger Endowment. If you made a gift to the Organ

individuals to redirect these funds is May 1, 2008, after this date the monies from the organ renovation
fund will be redirected to unspecified funds.
