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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

The story is told of a little boy who fell out of 
bed.  When his Mom asked him what happened, he answered, ñI donôt know.  I guess 
I stayed too close to where I got in.ò 
 

Itôs easy to do that with our faith.  Itôs tempting just to stay where we got in and never 
move.  Think about your Christian faith, about your relationship with God.  Are you too 
close to where you got in?  Or is your relationship with God growing and deepening?   
 

It may be helpful to think in terms of study, service, and witness.  All too often we 
think that all God requires of us is that we go to church on Sunday.  If thatôs your    
attitude, you may be ñtoo close to where you got in.ò  To go a little deeper in our faith, 
we need to be in the Word of God ï daily Bible reading, a weekly Bible study.  Our 
faith deepens and grows as the Spirit works in our hearts through the words of    
Scripture.  We need that Word which shows us the God who loves us and the Savior 
who saved us from sin.  We need the hope and strength that God offers to us in His 
Word and we need it every day.   
 

God has called His people to a life of service.  St. Paul writes, ñWe are Godôs      
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good worksò (Eph. 2:10).  This service 
takes on many forms.  It might be serving in the congregation in some way.  It might 
be serving in your community, or serving at your childôs school.  Or it might be simply 
serving others in acts of love and kindness.  How can you serve others and go a little 
deeper in your Christian faith? 
 

God has also called us to share our faith with others.  Jesus said, ñYou are the light of 
the worldò (Matt. 5:14).  We are not to hide our light, but let it shine.  As we grow more 
confident in our Christian faith, as the relationship grows and deepens, we become 
more comfortable in sharing our faith and telling others what God has done for us in 
Christ.  Peter writes, ñAlways be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks 
you to give the reason for the hope that you haveò (1 Peter 3:15).   
 

Are you too close to where you got in?  Take some time to reflect on that question.  
How can you grow in your relationship with God?  Where might God be calling you to 
dive in a little deeper??

Meet Pastor Robert Gebel 
 

Pastor Robert Gebel has been a part of Covenantôs ministry team, serving as pulpit assistant and        

visitation pastor, since late 2007, when he moved back to Milwaukee from Iowa. It was a move ñback,ò 

since Pastor Gebel was born here in Milwaukee and attended Milwaukee Lutheran High School,    

graduating in 1973. 
 

 Before seminary and ordination, Pastor Gebel had a successful career as a Tax Accountant, graduating 

from UW-Whitewater in 1977 (where he met his future wife, Sue) and passing the C.P.A. exam in 1979. 

During fifteen years in Minneapolis, he began to prepare and present seminars and classes on tax topics, 

and was selected as Minnesotaôs Outstanding Instructor in 1989.  As an active layman in his              

congregation, he was Treasurer (of course), but also Board of Education chair, Adult Bible Class 

Teacher, and lay assistant in the worship services. Members of the congregation continued to encourage 

toward entering the ministry, and in August, 1992, Seminarian Robert headed for St. Louis.  
 

 After a vicarage year in western Texas, Pastor Gebel received his first call to a congregation in St. 

Louis, and after four years there was called to serve in Iowa City, Iowa.  During that time he led the  

congregation through a two-year, cover-to-cover study of the entire Bible, writing 105 weekly studies 

for an adult Bible class that grew to over 100 each week.  Pastor and Sue were also instrumental in  

starting a small group ministry at that congregation as well. 
 

 Pastor Gebel was diagnosed with Multiple Sclerosis in 1999, which now limits his energy and            

involvement.  He still teaches for the Adult Education program of Concordia University Wisconsin, and 

will be the preacher for our upcoming Lenten series, ñPlaces of the Passion.ò  He now stays ñas busy as 

he is able.ò 
 

 Sue Gebel works in Development with the Lutheran Association of Missionaries and Pilots ï U.S., an 

organization that recruits and trains Native Americans to minister within their own tribes.  The Gebels 

have two grown daughters: Maria Traska is an RN at Childrenôs Hospital and mother of granddaughter 

Tessa, born last September; Louise Gebel will graduate from Marquette University in May with a degree 

in Spanish and Journalism.  Pastorôs parents, Wally & Mimi Gebel, just celebrated a mutual 80th      

birthday and live in retirement in Oconomowoc.

2 (8 ounce) packages cream cheese, softened  3/4 cup Frankôs Red Hot  
1 cup Ranch salad dressing  2 cups diced cooked chicken  

1 cup shredded Cheddar cheese
