The season of Lent begins on February 22™ ' -

During our Lenten
midweek services this year we will be focusing on Luther's Small Catechism and the Six
Chief Parts of Christian Doctrine. Martin Luther wrote the Small Catechism to assist
parents in the Christian education of their children. It troubled Luther that so many
people had very little Bible knowledge. They didn’t know the Ten Commandments, or
Apostles’ Creed, or the Lord’s Prayer. The catechism was a way for people to learn
God’s Word.

Some people today have very little Bible knowledge . Even those of us who know the
Bible well can use a little review. So this year we go “back to the basics.” | pray that you
will be blessed by our midweek Lenten services.

RECIPE OF THE MONTH
“Applewood Smoked Bacon & Walnut Chocolate Chip Cookiess’;fi

Ingredients
1/2 cup Butter 1 tsp. Baking Soda
1/2 cup Vegetable Shortening 2 1/2 cups Flour
1/2 cup Sugar 1 bag Semisweet Chocolate Chips (120z)
1 cup Brown Sugar (packed) 1 cup Walnuts (chopped)
1 tsp. Vanilla Extract 1/2 cup bacon (finely chopped) extra for sprinkles
2 Eggs 1/2 tsp. Salt

Preheat oven to 375 degrees. In a bowl, beat butter and shortening until well mixed. Add sugars and
vanilla; then add eggs. In a separate bowl, combine flour, salt, and baking soda. Then slowly mix in dry
ingredients a little at a time with the butter mix, until dough forms. Next with a spoon mix in the chips,
nuts, and bacon.

Drop 1 1/2 tablespoon of dough 2 inches apart on ungreased cookie sheet, sprinkle with extra bacon
bits. Bake in preheated oven for 9-11 minutes or until lightly brown.
