Pastor Steven Voigt  - 20 years  
Pastor Steven Voigt was born on May 14, 1965, in Sheboygan, Wisconsin to John and Karol Voigt.  He grew up in Kenosha, 
Wisconsin where he attended grade school and high school.  Upon graduation from high school in 1983, he enrolled at  
Concordia College in Mequon, Wisconsin.  He then attended Concordia Seminary in St. Louis, Missouri, and completed his 
vicarage at Immanuel  Lutheran Church in Spirit Lake, Iowa.  He graduated from Concordia Seminary in 1991 with a Master 
of Divinity degree. 
 

Upon graduation from the seminary, Pastor Voigt was called by St. John Lutheran Church in Washburn, Illinois, and Trinity 
Lutheran Church in LaRose, Illinois and he served this dual parish until June of 1995.  Pastor Voigt was installed as         
Associate Pastor of Covenant Lutheran Church on July 9, 1995.  Upon the retirement of Pastor John Koch in 2001, Pastor 
Voigt was called to serve as Senior Pastor of Covenant.  During his time at Covenant, Pastor Voigt has serve on the South 
Wisconsin District Continuing Education Committee, as a zone counselor for the LWML, and as a member of the Board of 
Directors of the Lutheran High School Association of Greater Milwaukee. 
 

Pastor met his wife, Sherry, while they were students at Concordia College in Mequon.  They were married on July 2, 1988 
at St. Martin Lutheran Church in Clintonville, Wisconsin.  The Lord has blessed Pastor and Sherry with four children;       
Andrew, Joshua, Stephanie, and Emily.  Pastor Voigtôs personal interests and hobbies include Wisconsin Badger football, 
the Packers, Brewers, Bucks and Milwaukee Lutheran Red Knight sporting events. 
 

Pastor Kermit Ratcliffe ï 45 years  
Pastor Kermit Ratcliffe was born on May 30, 1941 in Arlington, Alabama.  He attended Concordia Theological Seminary in 
Springfield, Illinois and graduated in 1966.  He served his vicarage at Good Shepherd Lutheran Church in Ft. Wayne, IN.  
Pastor Ratcliffe earned a Master of Sacred Theology degree from Concordia Seminary in St. Louis in 1980 and a Doctor of 
Ministry degree in 1998. 
 

Pastor Ratcliffe served as pastor of Prince of Peace Lutheran Church in Birmingham, AL from 1966-1969; Holy Cross     
Lutheran Church in Pittsburgh, PA from 1969-1972; St. Johnôs Lutheran Church in East St. Louis, IL from 1972-1974; Unity 
Lutheran Church in East St. Louis, IL from 1974-1982; and St. Paul Lutheran Church in Dallas, TX from 1983-1991.   
 

Pastor Ratcliffe accepted a call to Concordia University Wisconsin as Director of Minority Relations and Associate Professor 
of Theology in 1991 where he served until his retirement in August of 2009.  Over the years he taught courses such as 
ñBiblical Faith and People of Colorò, ñThe Bible as Literatureò, ñHistory and Literature of the New Testamentò,  ñIntroduction 
to Christian Theologyò, and ñHistory of the Old Testament.ò   Through the years, Pastor Ratcliffe served in various capacities 
on the district and synodical level including The Black Ministry Commission, Circuit Counselor, Board of Governors of    
Concordia Historical Institute, The Mission Board of the Southern Illinois District, the Black Lutheran Centennial Committee, 
President of the Birmingham Human Relation Task Force, and Voting Pastoral Delegate to several Synodical conventions. 
 

Pastor Ratcliffe served as a chaplain with the United States Army Reserve from 1974 to 2001 when he retired with the rank 
of Lt. Colonel.  He served as a Hospital Chaplain and Battalion Chaplain in St. Louis, as a Group Chaplain in Dallas, Texas, 
and as Brigade Chaplain and Division Chaplain in Milwaukee.  Among the many awards and medals he received during his 
years of military service were the National Defense Service Medal in 1977 and the Meritorious Service Medal in 1996.  In 
1994 he was awarded the St. Martin of Tours Medal by the Armed Forces Commission of the LCMS. 
 

Pastor Ratcliffe has had articles published in The Lutheran Witness and the LWML Quarterly.  In 2003, he was named    
International Educator of the Year.  He married Bertha Grayson on June 3, 1967 and their marriage has been blessed with a 
son, a daughter, and three grand-children.  Pastor and Bertha have been members of Covenant Lutheran Church since 
1991.

Pastor J. George Hauser was born (one of nine children) on December 7, 1928 in Luverne, Minnesota to the 
Rev. Martin & Emma Hauser.     
 

Pastor Hauserôs formal education consisted of elementary and high school in the Luverne public  schools,       
college and pre-seminary at Concordia college, St. Paul, Minnesota and seminary studies and training at      
Concordia Seminary, St Louis, Missouri.  His assigned vicarage was at Salem Lutheran Church in Salem,       
Missouri and his elective vicarage was in St. Paulôs Lutheran Church , Skokie, Illinois.  He graduated from St. 
Louis   Seminary in 1955.  Upon graduation, Pastor Hauser was an instructor of religion and math, and dorm 
counselor at Concordia College, Milwaukee for one year.  He was pastor of St. Johnôs, Mattoon, Wisconsin, for 
two years where he was ordained on July 8, 1956.  He was the pastor of Calvary Lutheran Church, Elgin, Illinois 
for twelve years.  Pastor Hauser was then called to Covenant Lutheran Church, Milwaukee, Wisconsin as        
Associate Pastor, serving from 1970 to 1995, after which he served as visitation pastor until 2001.  He also 
served as Circuit Counselor, and was on the Board of Directors of the Lutheran High School Association of 
Greater Milwaukee, and on the Board of Regents for Concordia University, Wisconsin.   
  
Rev. J. George Hauser & Hildegarde (nee Kionka) ñMickiò met in the Lutheran A Cappella choir and were      
married on September 1, 1956 at Emmaus Lutheran Church, Milwaukee, Wisconsin.  Their marriage has been 
blessed with five children, Rev. Paul (Deborah), Hemlock, MI; Dr. John (Jane), Minneapolis, MN; Martin 
(Sandra), Grafton, WI; Kristin (Rev. Jim) Thelen, Tucson, AZ; Karin (Rev. Nathan) Lewis, Sturgeon Bay, WI.; and 
Danish Exchange son, Henrik (Karin) Hansen, and twenty seven grandchildren and three great-grandchildren.

òCinnamon Topped Rhubarb Muffins ó

 Muffin Ingredients Topping 
2-1/2 c. Flour 1-1/2 c. Brown Sugar 1/2 c. Sugar 

1 tsp. Salt 1 tsp. Baking Soda 2 Tbsp Butter - melted 
1 tsp. Cinnamon 1 Egg - lightly beaten 2 tsp. Cinnamon 
1 c. Buttermilk 2/3 c. Vegetable Oil 
1 tsp. Vanilla 2 c. Rhubarb - finely chopped 

 

In a large bowl, combine the dry muffin ingredients.  Combine egg, buttermilk, oil, & vanilla and stir 
into dry ingredients until moistened.  Fold in rhubarb.  Fill greased or paper lined muffin cups about 
half full.  Combine topping ingredients; sprinkle over each muffin.  Bake at 375 deg for 16-18 min or 
until muffins test done.  Makes about 24 muffins.
