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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

In the month of October, the Church          
celebrates the Reformation.  We remember the three great Reformation principles of 
Martin Luther - Grace Alone, Faith Alone, Scripture Alone.  The Bible assures us that 
salvation comes only by grace through faith in Jesus Christ.  We sinners have nothing 
to offer God, no good work that might merit or achieve a place in heaven.  Our sin 
separates us from God.  We need a Savior.  So God sent His own Son on a rescue 
mission.  Jesus came to offer His life on a cross as the once and final payment for our 
sin.  We receive this pardon from God, full and complete forgiveness, and a place in 
the family of God, by faith.  We take God at His Word.  We believe His promise.         
St. Paul says it so well in Ephesians, chapter 2: “For it is by grace you have been 
saved, through faith, not by works, so that no one can boast” (Eph. 2:8-9) 
 

Not only at Reformation time, but each and every day of the year we rejoice that we are 
saved by Jesus.  We celebrate the fact that God has called and claimed us as His very 
own.  But we also need to remember that we have been saved for a purpose.  You’ve 
often heard me say, “We are saved to serve, not saved to sit.”  God has a purpose for 
your life.  He has a job for you to do.  We easily remember the words of Ephesians    
2:8-9, but often forget the next verse, Ephesians 2:10.  “For we are God’s              
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in        
advance for us to do.”  As forgiven and redeemed children of God, we don’t just sit 
around doing nothing.  We are equipped and empowered by God to do good, to serve 
God and others.  Who can you help today?  Where can you serve?  Maybe it’s here at 
church or maybe at home, within your family, or in the neighborhood, or your work-
place.  We are loved by God beyond measure and now He calls us to love one another.  
Find ways to put your love into action. 
 

I also want to give a word of encouragement this month regarding Bible study and daily 
devotions.  We know that we are saved by faith and not by works.  We also know that 
faith is created and sustained by the Holy Spirit through Word and Sacrament.  Just as 
your body needs food and water and air to survive, so our faith needs the Word of God 
to survive.  It’s our spiritual food.  Sunday morning Bible studies have started.  A    
Thursday morning Bible study has begun for the year.  There is room for you in these 
studies!  Are you having devotions daily, maybe using “Portals of Prayer” or “Living the 
Gospel Life” or “My Devotions”?  There are 1,440 minutes in a day.  Can you commit 
15 of those minutes to Bible reading and prayer?  You will be amazed at how God will 
bless those minutes!

FINANCE UPDATE

Beginning December 28, 2012, any crib provided by childcare facilities must meet new and     
improved federal safety standards.  The new standards address deadly hazards seen with drop-
side rails requiring more durable hardware and parts and mandating more rigorous testing. 
 

WHAT DOES THIS ME FOR US? 
Because our daycare cribs do not meet the new crib standards, we must prepare to replace our  
current cribs with new, compliant cribs.  We can not resell , donated, or give away a crib that 
does not meet the new crib standards. 
 

Replacement cribs range in price from $200 - $325 per crib.  Doesnõt sound so bad, until you take 
in to consideration that we need to replace 8 cribs.  Yikes!  Sounds like itõs time for some             
fundraising.

ñTomato Basil Pieò 
 

8 oz pkg shredded Mozzarella cheese 4  cloves Garlic, minced 

9-inch pie crust 1/2 c. Mayonnaise 

4 tomatoes; chopped or sliced 1/4 c. Parmesan Cheese, grated 

1 c. fresh Basil, chopped 1/8 tsp. White Pepper 

  

Sprinkle 1/2 c. mozzarella into pie crust.  Top with tomatoes and set aside.  Combine basil & garlic 

together and sprinkle mix over tomatoes.  Mix remaining mozzarella cheese, mayonnaise, parmesan 

cheese and pepper together; spread over basil mix.  Bake at 375 degrees for 35-40 minutes until 

golden brown.

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3 Things you might not have known about your Cell Phone  
   

For all the folks with cell phones.  There are a few things that can be done in times of grave emergencies.  Your 

mobile phone can actually be a life saver or an emergency tool for survival.  
   

Check out the things that you can do with it:  
  

FIRST   (Emergency)  

The Emergency Number worldwide for Mobile is 112. If you find yourself out of the coverage area of your      

mobile network and there is an Emergency, dial 112 and the mobile will search any existing network to establish 

the emergency number for you, and interestingly, this number 112 can be dialed even if the keypad is locked. Try 

it out.  
   

SECOND   (How to disable a STOLEN mobile phone? )  

To check your Mobile phone's serial number, key in the following Digits on your phone:  *#06#.  A 15-digit code 

will appear on the screen. This number is unique to your handset. Write it down and keep it somewhere safe.  
  

If your phone is stolen, you can phone your service provider and give them this code. They will 

then be able to block your handset so even if the thief changes the SIM card, your phone will be 

totally useless. You probably won't get your phone back, but at least you know that whoever 

stole it can't use/sell it either. If everybody does this, there would be no point in people stealing 

mobile phones.  
      

THIRD    (Free Directory Service for Cells)  

Cell phone companies are charging us $1.00 to $1.75 or more for 411 information 

calls when they don't have to. Most of us do not carry a telephone directory in our 

vehicle, which makes this situation even more of a problem. When you need to 

use the 411 information option, simply dial: 800-FREE411 or 800-373-3411 

without incurring any charge at all.  Program this into your cell phone now.  This 

is sponsored by McDonalds.
